Sorting Out the New South City

One of the largest and fastest-growing cities in the South, Charlotte, North Carolina, came of age in the New
South decades of the |ate nineteenth and early twentieth centuries, transforming itself from arural courthouse
village to the trading and financial hub of America’ s premier textile manufacturing region. In this book,
Thomas Hanchett traces the city’ s spatial evolution over the course of a century, exploring the interplay of
national trends and local forces that shaped Charlotte, and, by extension, other New South urban centers.
Hanchett argues that racial and economic segregation are not age-old givens, but products of a decades-long
process. Well after the Civil War, Charlotte’ s whites and blacks, workers and business owners, al lived
intermingled in a* salt-and-pepper” pattern. The rise of large manufacturing enterprisesin the 1880s and
1890s brought socia and political upheaval, however, and the city began to sort out into a“ checkerboard” of
distinct neighborhoods segregated by both race and class. When urban renewal and other federal funds
became available in the mid- twentieth century, local leaders used the money to compl ete the sorting out
process, creating a “sector” pattern in which wealthy whites increasingly lived on one side of town and



blacks on the other.

Color and Character

At atime when race and inequality dominate national debates, the story of West Charlotte High School
illuminates the possibilities and challenges of using racial and economic desegregation to foster educational
equality. West Charlotte opened in 1938 as a segregated school that embodied the aspirations of the growing
African American population of Charlotte, North Carolina. In the 1970s, when Charlotte began court-ordered
busing, black and white families made West Charlotte the celebrated flagship of the most integrated major
school system in the nation. But as the twentieth century neared its close and a new court order eliminated
race-based busing, Charlotte schools resegregated along lines of class as well as race. West Charlotte became
the city’ s poorest, lowest-performing high school—a striking reminder of the people and places that
Charlotte’ s rapid growth had left behind. While dedicated teachers continue to educate children, the school’s
challenges underscore the painful consequences of resegregation. Drawing on nearly two decades of
interviews with students, educators, and alumni, Pamela Grundy uses the history of a community’s beloved
school to tell abroader American story of education, community, democracy, and race—all while raising
guestions about present-day strategies for school reform.

At key moments, Governors Terry Sanford, Dan Moore, and Robert Scott played pivotal
roles. In succession, Chancellors Dean Colvard, E. K. Fretwell, Jr., and James H. Woodward arrived to
accept the challenge of building a great university. Throughout, it is the story of dedicated professors,
administrators, staff members, students, and generous friends who shared the vision and worked to make it a
reality. It isalso astory of struggle: first for existence, then for facilities and public support, and finally for
state and national recognition.

The history of Charlotte isinseparable from the history of its neighborhoods. From the city's founding until
the late 1890s, the four wards created by the crossing of Trade and Tryon Streets defined the residential
fabric of Charlotte. Asthe twentieth century approached, the Southern textile boom fueled labor and housing
demands that were met by the earliest suburbs that rose out of the farms and pastures surrounding the small
town. Dilworth was the first of these suburbs, connected to the town center by the city's maiden electric
streetcar line. More new communities quickly followed. Some, such as Myers Park and Elizabeth, have
remained strong throughout their history. North Charlotte, Belmont, and others have changed under
economic and social challenges. Still others, such as Brooklyn, are gone; they survive only in the memories
and photographs of the families that called them home.

The Real Charlotte

Charlotte's Tree is a multi-generational saga based on true characters in LaFlorya Gauthier's family history.
There are three books: the first chronicles the life and times of Charlotte, LaFlorya's great-great grandmother
who was raised by her free midwife Aunt lona, and relates her epic struggles from 1827 to 1902. The first
book opensin Crystal Springs, Mississippi in the year 1827, on the day that an orphaned seven-year old
Charlotte accompanies her Aunt lona on a double mission: to bring Lucie Mae's baby into the world and to



\"do\" for Miz Blaylock, wife of Doctor Blaylock who is Aunt ona's sponsor and benefactor. As the drama
unfolds, Charlotte experiences vicissitudes of life in asmall Mississippi town where slave owners and slave
\"poachers\" are as menacingly unpredictable as the poverty of its black familiesis pervasive. Even the
\"papers\" carefully wrapped in oiled parchment and carried as proof of status--freedom or \"owned\"--are not
protection enough from abductions, murder, rape and mutilation. As Charlotte matures and emerges as the
most capable midwife in the area, she marries a preacher and raises children of her own. But lifein the
backwaters of central Mississippi is changed forever by the events of the civil War and its aftermath. In the
final scene of book one, an aging Charlotte and her young grandson are driving a battered buckboard back to
Charlotte's old home where she plans to spend her final days.
