South African Mining, Coal, Gold & Base Minerals

Providing a holistic understanding of extensive oil extraction in rural Mexico, this book focuses on a
campesino community, where oil extraction is deeply inscribed into the daily lives of the community
members. The book shows how oil shapes the space where it is extracted in every aspect and produces
multiple uncertainties. The community members express these uncertainties using the metaphor of the time
bomb. The book shows how they find ways to \"live off the time bomb\" by using mechanisms of short-term
coping and long-term adaptation and thus, developing the capability to determine their lives despite the ever-
changing challenges.

Living on a Time Bomb

Tracking Capital introduces new ways to understand the entanglement of cultural forms and practices in
economic, social, and ecological crises and struggles. Building on the fundamental insights of world-systems
analysis, the book offers readers a series of rubrics, keywords, and concepts—such as zemiperiphery,
registration, and commodity chains—to enable more integrated, transdisciplinary methods of literary and
cultural study.

Presenting current and emerging technologies in the field of mine planning and equipment, this volume also
covers control and automation for surface and underground mining.

Mine Planning and Equipment Selection 1997

Bringing together archaeological, paleoenvironmental, paleontological and genetic data, this book makes a
first attempt to reconstruct African population histories from out species' evolution to the Holocene. Africa
during Marine Isotope Stages (MIS) 6 to 2 (~190-12,000 years ago) witnessed the biological development
and behavioral florescence of our species. Modern human population dynamics, which involved multiple
population expansions, dispersals, contractions and extinctions, played a central role in our species’
evolutionary trajectory. So far, the demographic processes – modern human population sizes, distributions
and movements – that occurred within Africa during this critical period have been consistently under-
addressed. The authors of this volume aim at (1) examining the impact of this glacial-interglacial- glacial
cycle on human group sizes, movements and distributions throughout Africa; (2) investigating the macro-
and micro-evolutionary processes underpinning our species’ anatomical and behavioral evolution; and (3)
setting an agenda whereby Africa can benefit from, and eventually contribute to, the increasingly



sophisticated theoretical and methodological palaeodemographic frameworks developed on other continents.

Having made documentary films screened at the most prestigious film festivals in the West, Chinese
documentary filmmaker Wang Bing presents a unique case of independent filmmaking. In The Cinema of
Wang Bing, Bruno Lessard examines the documentarian’s most important films, focusing on the two
obsessions at the heart of his oeuvre—the legacy of Maoist China in the present and the transformation of
labor since China’s entry into the market economy—and how the crucial figures of survivor and worker are
represented on screen. Bruno Lessard argues that Wang Bing is a minjian (grassroots) intellectual whose
films document the impact of Mao’s Great Leap Forward on Chinese collective memory and register the
repercussions of China’s turn to neoliberalism on workers in the post-Reform era. Bringing together Chinese
documentary studies and China studies, the author shows how Wang Bing’s practice reflects the minjian
ethos when documenting the survivors of the Great Famine and those who have not benefitted from China’s
neoliberal policies—from laid-off workers to migrant workers. The films discussed include some of Wang
Bing’s most celebrated works such as West of the Tracks and Dead Souls, as well as neglected
documentaries such as Coal Money and Bitter Money.

The effects of inflight atmospheric icing can be devastating to aircraft. Universities and industry have been
hard at work to respond to the challenge of maintaining flight safety in all weather conditions. Proposed
changes in the regulations for operation in icing conditions are sure to keep this type of research and
development at its highest level. This is especially true for the effects of ice crystals in the atmosphere, and
for the threat associated with supercooled large drop (SLD) icing. This collection of ten SAE International
technical papers brings together vital contributions to the subject. Icing on aircraft surfaces would not be a
problem if a material were discovered that prevented the freezing and accretion of supercooled drops. Many
options that appeared to have promising icephobic properties have had serious shortfalls in durability. This
title addresses, among other topics, the measurement techniques and the drop physics that apply to icing,
certification for flight through ice crystal clouds and in supercooled large drops, improvements in predictive
techniques, scaling methods, test facilities and techniques, and rotorcraft icing.
