Here, in the final chapters, after capturing Clemente’s life and
times, Maraniss retraces his final days, from the earthquake to the accident, using newly uncovered
documents to reveal the corruption and negligence that led the unwitting hero on a mission of mercy toward
his untimely death as an uninspected, overloaded plane plunged into the sea.
