Més alla del
curso de agua, a pie del Olivar, hay una pequefia parcela cerrada por una antigua 'y tosca muralla, bajo €l
cuidado de los monjes de un pequefio convento contiguo. Este lugar, durante muchos siglos, hatenido la
posesién indiscutible del nombre. En su interior se encuentran algunos olivos de gran tamafio, en parte
deteriorados por su extremaedad. A su alrededor hay arboles similares de crecimiento gigantesco y venerable
antigtiedad. Aunque no estaban en pie en la época de nuestro Sefior, es posible que sean el resultado de los
mismos arboles bajo los que El llord y oré. El nombre indica que alli abundaban |os olivos; Getsemani
significa\"prensa de aceite\" y sugiere tipicamente el derramamiento del aceite sagrado delafey la
paciencia, bajo la presion del dolor. Entre estos vetustos y elocuentes testigos de la historia sagrada, el

camino sigue conduciendo a Betania. El jardin se encuentra a unos cientos de pasos de la puerta de la ciudad.
Saliendo de las estrechas calles y de las viviendas estrechamente apifiadas, tras unos minutos de rapido
descenso nos encontramos en una soledad boscosa, y en el silencio de la noche nos sentimos tan retirados del
mundo como en un desierto. La Unica sefia de estar cerca de una ciudad es el muro de piedras macizas que se
extiende hacia €l sur en la cresta de la cresta rocosa, hasta que termina en el angulo agudo que marca el limite
delazonadel Templo.

Buku garis besar khotbah sudah banyak di yang menggunakan buku tersebut mengalami kebingungan ketika
menggunakannya. Hal ini disebabkan penyusunan garis besar tersebut tidak praktis dan sistematis sehingga
sulit ketika dipakai sebagai panduan untuk berkhotbah. Buku 123 OKE (Outline Khotbah Ekspositori)
menjawab kesulitan tersebut. Buku ini juga untuk menjawab kebutuhan besar akan pelayanan mimbar yang
alkitabiah. Garis besarini digali secara ekspositori untuk menghasilkan kebenaran yang alkitabiah.
Penggunaan istilah atau kata asli Alkitab (lbrani dan Y unani) yang diulas secara sederhana sangat menolong
untuk memahami firman Tuhan. Buku ini terdiri dari 123 garis besar khotbah yang dikelompokkan secara
tematis. Ada 11 tema khotbah disgjikan dalam buku ini untuk memperkaya dan memperlengkapi setiap
mereka yang rindu mengambil bagian dalam pelayanan mimbar. Para domba Allah membutuhkan makanan
rohani yang sehat. Buku ini akan menjawab kebutuhan para domba untuk makanan rohani yang sehat. Preach
the Word of God.

Getsemani

In the short span of some 50 years, starting with the founding of Santo Domingo at the end of the 15th
century, the Spanish and Portuguese conquistadors established most of the cities that today are the
cornerstone of urban Latin America. The monuments, buildings and plazas that make up this vast heritage
continue to define the region's cultural identity and constitute a valuable asset for socioeconomic
development.
