She witnessed the spectacular success of hisfirst collection, and they worked closely for more
than thirty years, until 1968, when Balenciaga abruptly closed his house without telling any of his staff.

Social stimuli are important proximate determinants of human thought, action, and behaviour. But does the
socia environment also have deeper, profounder, and possibly more distal impact on more lasting
psychological structures and forms, generalizing across time and domains, such astraits, self-consciousness,
abilities, and talents?
